MINUTES OF MEETING OF

January 19, 2011
A meeting of the Members of Lowcountry Tennis Association was held on January 19, 2011 at the Charleston County Library, Charleston, South Carolina.  Participating in the meeting were one hundred and seventy-seven members of the LCTA.  
A quorum being present, the meeting was called to order at 5:45 pm.  
I. YEAR IN REVIEW – Ken Edwards announced that we had slight growth during this period, with the future focus on making tennis more fun for the community.  Ken Edwards also announced that through our new website, and social networking tools created by Renee Hendrix, the LCTA has been able to enhance the way we share information with our members. 
II. FINANCIAL REPORT – Bob Peiffer presented the Treasurers Report for 2010. 

a. Overall, it was financially a good year for the low country tennis association. With a net gain, and a balance of $77,711.97. 
b. It was noted that close to one year’s operating expenses are held in reserve. 
III. GOVERNANCE –

a.  As the first order of business under Governance, Bob Peiffer discussed an amendment to the Corporation’s Articles of Incorporation regarding the distribution of funds upon dissolution of the Corporation.  On motion to vote made by Ken Edwards and seconded by Bob Peiffer, the members unanimously approved the following amendment to paragraph 6 of the Articles of Incorporation of the Lowcountry Tennis Association, as filed with the South Carolina Secretary of State on October 31, 2001:

Upon the dissolution of the Corporation, the assets of the Corporation remaining after payment of all costs and expenses of such dissolution  shall be distributed to South Carolina Tennis Association, Inc., if it is still in existence and is tax-exempt under Section 501(c)(4) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”), or the corresponding section of any future federal tax code, or such other entity or organization organized and operated for substantially the same purposes as the Corporation as shall at the time qualify as an exempt organization or organizations under Section 501(c)(3) or 501(c)(4) of the Code, or the corresponding section of any future federal tax code, or to the federal, state or local government for a public purpose, as the Board of Directors of the Corporation shall designate. 
b.  
As the next order of business under Governance, Ken Edwards discussed the amendment and restatement of the Corporation’s Bylaws. The need for the revision of the Corporation’s Bylaws were discussed. On motion to vote made by Ken Edwards, seconded by Bob Peiffer, the one hundred and seventy-seven members with one opposed, approved the proposed revision of the By-Laws, a copy of which is appended to these minutes:
c. As the final order of business, Nancy Pitcairn discussed the election of the eleven LCTA Board of Directors. She noted that thirty-five candidates were proposed to the nominating committee, and after careful consideration these eleven member’s were slated to serve as the board of directors.  Ken Edwards, Nancy Pitcairn,  Bob Peiffer, Maggie McCann, Dee Mack, Meg Farrelly, Tony Wespy, Alice Kryder, Rob Eppelsheimer, Steve Wilson, Jun Nuval. Ken Edwards opened the discussion to the members to nominate candidates from the floor. Each nominated candidate from the floor needed to be a current LCTA member and wish to serve a a board director. Nominations from the floor were as follows:

The members voted by secret ballot, and these eleven Board of Directors were selected: Ken Edwards, Nancy Pitcairn, Bob Peiffer, Maggie McCann, Dee Mack, Meg Farrelly, Tony Wespy, Alice Kryder, Rob Eppelsheimer, Steve Wilson, and Renee Hendrix. 
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:30 pm.
